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IAEM 2007 Awards Program
Awards Categories & General Rules

These awards are based on nomination and/or selection by the IAEM President or members of the IAEM Board of Directors:

· Presidential Citation—to be selected and awarded, as warranted, by the IAEM President to an outstanding contributor to the field of emergency management who is representative of the principles and practices for which IAEM stands. Winners may include, but are not limited to, an elected official or high-level appointee who has successfully worked at the national/international level to improve emergency management programs or homeland security through resolution, legislation, policy or public awareness.

· Executive Citations—to be nominated by each Regional President, and awarded by the Board of Directors, as warranted, to an IAEM member within each region whose professional image and achievements enhance the field of emergency management. 

· Honorary Citations—to be selected and awarded, as warranted, by the Board of Directors to individuals who have visibly and actively supported IAEM in its efforts to improve the level of international preparedness. 

· Membership—to be awarded to the individual who has been most active and successful in the recruitment of new individual and affiliate members. 

· Certificates of Appreciation—to be awarded by or on behalf of the IAEM President to any person at any time to recognize specific achievements or participation in special events. 
These awards are open to nominations from current IAEM members at no charge and from non-members with an entry fee. Winners of these awards are selected by the IAEM Awards & Recognition Committee prior to the IAEM Annual Conference.  

· Career Excellence Award - recognizes a national/international leader who has made significant contributions throughout his/her career to promote and improve the emergency management profession. 
· Academic Recognition Award - recognizes an academic leader or institution that has made a significant contribution to the formal education of students pursuing a career in emergency management or through research and development of paradigms or standards that have helped shape the broader field of emergency and disaster management.
· Public Awareness Award (newsletters, publications, public awareness campaigns, audiovisual products, public service announcements) - recognizes outstanding public awareness programs or public education products related to emergency management, homeland security, and/or disaster preparedness. (1st, 2nd, 3rd  places)

Public Awareness Award Judging Criteria

· 60% Content 
· 20% Creativity/Originality/Design

· 20% Usefulness for Intended Audience/Impact
· Technology and Innovation Award (software/hardware, equipment, databases, freeware, Web sites) - recognizes the development of technology and innovation to improve emergency management operations, public education, or the emergency management/homeland security field (1st, 2nd, 3rd places)
Technology and Innovation Award Divisions
· Division 1: Local Emergency Management Agency

· Division 2: State/Regional/National Government, International, or Non-Profit Organization

· Division 3: Commercial or Other For-Profit Organizations

Technology and Innovation Award Judging Criteria

· 60% Content 
· 20% Creativity/Originality/Design

· 20% Usefulness for Intended Audience/Impact

· Partners in Preparedness Award (Public/Private Partnership). Recognizes programs or processes that demonstrate innovative, multi-participant involvement between local governments/governmental entities and private sector businesses, non-governmental organizations/non-profits, or individuals which have resulted in effective and efficient incident management, emergency management or homeland security processes. Two plaques are given, one for the local government agency and one for the supporting industry partner. Multiple awards may be granted at the discretion of the judging panel.
· Business and Industry Preparedness Award - based on excellence in implementing a program that plans for multiple hazards, sets implementation priorities, is cost effective, links all levels of the organization, and coordinates with local emergency response and management agencies. The program must be repeatable by similar organizations in business and industry. (Only the most outstanding nominee for each year will be given this award.)

Conference
· Submission Deadline: Nominations (including the official IAEM 2007 Awards Nomination Form and up to two attachments with supporting documentation) must be received electronically at IAEM Headquarters, info@iaem.com, no later than Sept. 20, 2007. 
· IAEM members may nominate individuals or programs for IAEM Awards at no charge. Non-members may nominate individuals or programs with an entry fee of $75 per entry. All IAEM Awards entries will be showcased at the IAEM Annual Conference.

· Activity or programs must have been developed or have occurred during the period of August 1, 2006 through July 31, 2007, with the exception of the Career Excellence Award and the Academic Recognition Award.

· Only one nomination may be submitted per award category.
· Awards shall be presented by the IAEM President or an appropriate designee during the IAEM Annual Conference at a time that is consistent with association protocol. Please be specific about how you would like the wording on the award certificate, if you should win. 
ANNOUNCEMENT OF IAEM AWARDS PROGRAM
The IAEM Awards Program Call for Nominations is announced through various means, including the IAEM Web site, e-mail blasts to IAEM members, the IAEM e-mail discussion group, and media contacts.

JUDGING PANEL
IAEM Headquarters will organize a judging panel, and the Awards & Recognition Committee Chair will be present during the judging. The judging panel will have a minimum of three people involved in print and electronic media, educators, community leaders, or other appropriate individuals. The determination of the judging panel will be final.
awards presentation
Awards will be granted at the discretion of the judging panel. Staff will generate award certificates to be presented at the IAEM Awards Ceremony. A listing of the winning entries will be posted on the IAEM Web site.

Documentation provided with award nominations will not be returned. Supporting documentation will be discarded.

IAEM Awards Entry Process
the basics 
· Public Awareness, Technology & Innovation, Partners in Preparedness, and Business & Industry. Follow the steps below to make nominations for the Public Awareness, Technology and Innovation, Partners in Preparedness, and Business and Industry Awards. Your program and/or public education products must have been developed and/or conducted between Aug. 31, 2006 and July 31, 2007. 
· Career Excellence and Academic Recognition Awards. Nominations for the Career Excellence and Academic Recognition Awards must include a required essay (not more than 500 words) nominating the individual and two references outside your organization who support your nomination. The Career Excellence and Academic Recognition Awards do not have to comply with the Aug. 31, 2006 through July 31, 2007 time frame mentioned above. 
· All entry forms must be submitted in English. All entries and up to two attachments with supporting documents must be received electronically by IAEM at info@iaem.com by Sept. 20, 2007. 
follow these steps

1. Complete the entry form in English. Judges will review the form and all supporting materials, including but not limited to: reports, brochures, videotapes or photos. For Web-accessible supporting materials for your entry, you may include the URL address link in your description or send the materials (in any language) as an electronic attachment via e-mail to IAEM at info@iaem.com. Supporting materials (print or video) will not be returned.

2. Start with the requested summary (maximum 100 words). Then complete the full project description (four sections at no more than 200 words each). Be as detailed as possible, but choose your words carefully.

3. Concentrate on the need, the activity’s goal, its impact (in terms of outcomes), and the significance of its success. Numbers are very important as measurements of success, but also describe how the activity improved the lives of those involved or how it benefited society. 
The following questions may help you decide how best to describe your program: 

· When, why and where was the activity started? 

· What were the activity's goal/objectives? How were they reached? How is your program innovative or an improvement over what has been done in the past? 

· How did you/your organization’s activity “make a more prepared community, state, province, country”? What were the measurable outcomes of the program? Can you describe your program’s actual impact on people, communities? What type and level of financial resources did it take to implement this program? What sources provided the funds and/or in-kind services? 

· How were your organization’s members and other volunteers (numbers of persons, groups, businesses, government agencies, etc.) involved in this program? 

· What has your organization done to ensure its long-term financial and operational sustainability in order to continue its ability to “make a better world”? 
To review IAEM’s vision and mission, please go to www.iaem.com. If applicable, please review the following information for assistance in developing your entry.
Scope of Project
Questions to consider include: Is the program innovative in scope, originality or execution in comparison to other entrants? How many people benefit from the program? Did the program involve member work, and if so, was there a broad inclusion of membership, or was the project completed by outside consultants, staff or PR firms? 

Public Relations Value
Questions to consider include: Does the program serve a group of people or program area that has been identified as critical by national public policymakers?
Outcomes or Measurement of Objective
How well-defined and measurable are the goals and objectives? How was society improved by the program? How many individuals’ lives were positively affected or improved by this program? Can the program be easily replicated by other organizations?
In addition to these criteria, please end your Program Description with a concise summary of why the program is enhancing emergency preparedness.
