Emergency managers may
think of their “call tree” and
how vital the original
telephone and the ensuing
technology has become to
crisis communication. The
familiar numbers “911” may
be foremost in the minds of
law enforcement and
emergency service workers.

The world and the future of
emergency management in
particular, changed forever i
1876, when at the tender age
of 29, an industrious young
inventor named Alexander
Graham Bell perfected what
we have come to know as th
“telephone”.

Today’s IT technology and the relatively nelnepomenon of the portability of that technologyats
emergency managers the possibility of a new forimrgénization for their command, control,
communications, computers, intelligence, survedégrand reconnaissance (C4I1SR).

With an eye to future emergency
managers, today’s organizations must realize tieahext generation is and will be a networked $p@ad
they will expect their professional institutionsidinesses, and most importantly, their leaderghiyet
networked as well.

The main stumbling block to a net-centric ICS doeslie in acquiring the necessary technology and

utilize the potential of a networked organizatidrhe traditional leadership in emergency managensent

The proper focus for net-centricity is a stratagen coupled with an ability to share traditionalwer and

authority with lower level members. In a network®danization, each participant is a node empowkyed
ethe collective and collaborative information andawrce collaboration of the whole. The more nades
network, the more power the network grows andrittcanscend any geophysical space and limitations
Idraw upon participants from around the world twefiotyr hours a day, seven days a week.

The true secret to a successful network is thé thas each node possesses for the néfwdiandling of the
information and resources. The perceptions of towew emergency management at the senior |elaige
level must undergo a transformation. Without aloaualy the first responder mentality, ICS leadershiip
slip further behind the present and future trerfdaadern civilization. If the ICS leadership iswiliing to
organize along a net-centric pattern, they shoeddize that terrorists are already organized asorks and
enjoying its attendant advantages.
