Criminal Elements and Terrorist Threat Analysis and Threat Assessments

4-hour Operations Level Course for Law Enforcement, Emergency Management, Fire, EMS, Critical Infrastructure and Special Operations Teams (Tactical, Bomb, Tactical Medics, etc.)

This 4-hour course identifies the types of adversaries that have been identified as a threat to public safety agencies and operations such as criminal elements, gangs, extremist groups and terrorists. With the recent complex attacks in Mumbai, India, mass shooting incidents such as Virginia Tech and Fort Hood and the recent attacks on law enforcement it is important that responders and emergency planners in the U.S. are aware of these threats. 

Participants will understand the adversary, the components of threat analysis, how threat information is collected, and how threats are assessed. Information in this course can be applied to your daily operations, investigations, planned events and special operations. 
Students will conduct the following:

· Define “Adversary” and describe the basic categories

· Analyze the types of adversaries both domestic and foreign

· List and describe the means in which adversaries collect intelligence
· Use threat scales and criteria in order to conduct a risk analysis

· Collecting Threat Information at the local and regional level
· Conduct a practical multi-agency threat exercise
