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FEMA Director David Paulison to Address National Press Club

On his Vision for the Agency on Nov. 30
Washington, DC – Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Director David Paulison will discuss his vision for FEMA at a National Press Club luncheon on Nov. 30.

Paulison, a Miami native who began his career as a rescue firefighter, also plans to talk about steps under way to make FEMA the pre-eminent emergency management agency in the United States.

Paulison was nominated by President George W. Bush to serve as under secretary of Federal Emergency Management and director of the FEMA last April, and confirmed by the Senate in May. He was appointed acting director of FEMA in September 2005 to succeed the controversial Michael Brown in the wake of the Hurricane Katrina disaster.
