Guidelines for Submission of Contributions

To facilitate knowledge sharing and exchange of information on community-based Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR), the ISDR secretariat is collecting good practices and lessons learned in this area. 

The resulting publication will focus on projects and initiatives implemented by NGOs at the community level that have shown innovative qualities and results, as well as potential for replication. The publication will also include critical lessons learned, which may provide significant value to address some key issues related to the implementation and sustainability of community-based DRR initiatives.
The ISDR secretariat is currently looking for original contributions that provide new perspectives and insights into community-based DRR. Guidelines for providing relevant information are as follows:

· Contributors will have to fill in the template below, by providing an answer to each of the questions listed.

· Maximum overall length: 2,000 – 2,500 words. 

· Contributors will only have to ‘bullet in’ their pieces of information, as the final material emerging from the information gathered will be edited by a professional editor. 

· Colour photos can also be submitted, to better illustrate the good practice (jpeg format, 300 dpi resolution, with a brief caption of max. three lines);

· Contributors should provide their contact details (name, title, affiliation and e-mail address) in case further information is required.
